Return your completed reading/
pledge form to your teacher or the main office to be entered into the raffle for prizes.

DATES: Official reading days are January 28, 2025 to February 15, 2026.

SCORING: Each participant’s score is determined by the VERIFIED minutes of reading time
completed. Verification is indicated by filling out the “Parent/Guardian Agreement” on
the inside of this flyer. Non-verified forms will not be counted for prizes.

PLEDGES: Students are encouraged to get as many pledges as they can. Sponsors may pledge
per minute read or a flat amount. To collect pledges online guardians should set up a page for the
student to collect pledges at mybooster.com. Checks should be made out to “SES PTSA”. Please
submit all cash/check pledges to the SES office in an envelope with your student’s name on it.
